You are stronger in Algebra and Data Analysis rather than Geometry.



You prefer reading-focused problem-solving instead of standalone Science questions.

You like the flexibility of a digital, adaptive format.
Take the ACT if:

You are comfortable with faster-paced tests and shorter time per question.
You are stronger in Geometry & Trigonometry and enjoy a broader math scope.
You excel in interpreting charts & graphs for the Science section.

You prefer a traditional paper-based test format.

3. How to Decide?

Take a full-length practice test for both exams to compare scores.
Consider your strengths: Are you better at quick recall (ACT) or deep analysis
(SAT)?

e Check the requirements of your target colleges — most accept both tests equally.
